A Brief History of Olive Branch, Mississippi

Early Settlement

The area now known as Olive Branch began as a small settlement in the 1830s. Originally called
Cowpens, the name reflected its early use as pasture land by settlers of European descent. The
community soon became known as Watson's Crossroads, named after early settler Stephen Flinn
Watson, who established a cotton gin, store, and blacksmith shop that served as the
community’s center.

Establishment and Naming

In 1846, when a post office was established, the settlement was officially renamed Olive Branch
to symbolize peace and friendship among residents. The town grew gradually as agriculture,
especially cotton farming, drove the local economy.

Incorporation and Growth

Olive Branch was formally incorporated in 1874. The arrival of the Kansas City, Memphis &
Birmingham Railroad in 1885 spurred new development and made the town a shipping point for
lumber and cotton. Small businesses, schools, and churches began to shape a cohesive civic
identity.

20th Century Transformations

Until the mid-20th century, Olive Branch remained a quiet rural town. The construction of U.S.
Highway 78 (now Interstate 22) in the 1950s improved access to Memphis and encouraged
suburban growth. From the 1970s onward, Olive Branch evolved rapidly as part of the Memphis
metropolitan area, attracting new residents and industry.

Economic and Population Boom

By the late 20th century, Olive Branch emerged as one of Mississippi’s fastest-growing cities. In
1990, the population was about 3,500. Over the next decades, annexations and housing
developments fueled explosive growth. By 2010, the population exceeded 33,000. Olive Branch
became known for its strong schools, modern infrastructure, and business-friendly climate.

Recent Developments

Today, Olive Branch hosts a diverse economy, including logistics, manufacturing, healthcare,
and retail. It has become a regional hub for distribution due to its proximity to major highways,
Memphis International Airport, and rail lines. The city consistently ranks among the best places to
live in Mississippi, balancing rapid growth with community amenities and quality of life.

The
certification process also identifies available resources and existing best practices to help
Excel By 5 - Early Childhood Communities reach the goal that all of their children will be ready
to learn when they start school at age five. Excel By 5 certification identifies gaps in community
resources, promotes community collaboration, volunteerism and economic development. On the
whole, children in Excel By 5 communities will be healthier and better prepared for kindergarten
and first grade.

Automobile Tags

Automobile tags must be purchased annually and are due during the month
in which the vehicle is purchased. For new residents, Mississippi State Law
requires that vehicles be registered within 30 days of establishing
residency. Vehicles purchased new or used from a dealer or individual
must be registered within 30 working days. In all cases, license plates must

reflect the county of residence of the registered owner. Tags can be
obtained at the DeSoto County Tax Collector's Office in Olive Branch. After
you have obtained your tags, you will receive annual notification by mail a

month before they expire with the option to renew by mail.

What is the Property Maintenance Code?

A set of regulations designed to address blighted properties in the City and to prevent blight from spreading. It is
intended to preserve property values and economic attractiveness in our neighborhoods and to discourage criminal
activity.

When was it adopted and when did it become effective?
It was adopted on November 2, 2021 by the City’s Board of Aldermen, with an effective date of January 1, 2022,

What merits a violation under the Property Maintenance Code?

Examples include but are not limited to: 25% or more of missing roof tiles, roof tarps in place more than 60 days,
rotten wood, chipping and peeling paint, damaged gutters, downspouts and garage doors, broken windows,
damaged fences, sanitation issues, inoperable vehicles, and overgrown grass, weeds and shrubbery. At least two of
these conditions must be observed to qualify. (Property Maintenance Ordinance, Section 12)

Does this mean there needs to be two violations on a property for the City to act?
No, if there is an unkept or overgrown yard, inoperable or junk vehicle, or damaged fence, these can be prosecuted

under ordinances other than the Property Maintenance Code.

The site where The Wesson House is located was included in the two sections of
land (Sections, 34 and 35) purchased from Chickasaw Indian Chief, Lush-Pun-Tubby by Milton
Blocker and Stephen Flinn more than a century and a half ago on April 13th, 1836.
